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2nd Workshop on Remote control of Devices (WoRD 2008) 
 
 
 The WoRD workshop focused on Online Engineering applied to Distance Learning. 
It aimed at discussing advances in middleware, user-centric HCI, mobile learning and the 
evaluation of Remote Laboratory platforms. 
 
 The workshop gathered experts and researchers who discussed their respective 
expertise and exchanged their experiences by using Remote Laboratories in learning 
sessions, and approaches to solve complex integration issues.
